STUDENT?  It is important that the mentor and 

the student spend quality time together so that 

a genuine relationship of trust can develop.  We 

believe that a minimum of one hour per week 

should be spent together.

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Having determined 

the needs, mentors can use the  

resources given them to best serve the 

student.  This may include assisting them 

academically.  They may participate in 

positive activities with the student such as 

visiting museums or art galleries. They 

may simply spend time listening and  

sharing with the student.  Each  

partnership will determine the best course 

of action for the mentor based upon the  

individual student.  Each mentor will be 

encouraged to commit to a minimum of 

twelve months so that there is sufficient 

time to develop a significant relationship 

and experience life change.
